Rules for Part II students using confocal microscopes
1. Before starting training, students must read the imaging facility risk assessment and the local laser safety rules (http://imaging.zoo.cam.ac.uk/safety).

2. Part II students will receive training from their supervisor and also from the imaging facility manager. A student must demonstrate their competence to both their supervisor and the facility manager, before being allowed to use a microscope without supervision.

3. The student's supervisor or other responsible person must be present at the start and end of each imaging session. During start-up and shut-down the microscopes are particularly vulnerable to misuse. The student's supervisor should use this time for ongoing assessment of the student's microscopy skills and correct technique if necessary.

4. Part II students may only use the microscopes during normal working hours (9am – 7pm, Mon-Fri). Out of hours work is strictly prohibited.

5. The student's supervisor or other responsible person* must be 'on-call' to deal with any issues the student may encounter when using a microscope. This person must be in the building when the student is using the microscope, so that they can respond to any problems immediately.

6. All users of the microscopes are expected to report any faults or accidental damage to the imaging facility manager. No one will be penalised for accidental damage if they report it immediately.

*A responsible person may be a member of staff or a graduate student. The responsible person must be a  trained and registered user of the imaging facility.
